1,000 teachers from the pre-university education system have the opportunity to get a second major
due to the initiation of a project co-funded from the European Social Fund.
 

The 1,000 teachers from the pre-university education system are, thus, offered a real opportunity for professional development, they receiving, at the end of the maximum 2-year period of post-university level studies, a diploma for professional conversion which will allow them, for instance, to get the teaching workload in one school. They will become better prepared teachers, with updated information in their expertise field, beneficiating at the same time from the experience of a modern study program, adjusted to their training needs, as well from proper conditions and facilities for distance education. 
Each teacher gets a new statute in the teaching community implicitly conferring stability to the entire Romanian education system. Moreover, training of the 1,000 teachers is made in the format of distance education and each study program includes a module of Information and Communication Technology (ITC), the teaching process having thus a high ITC usage level. 
The 12 majors are:

►    Physics
►    Chemistry
►    Biology
♦     Technological study

►    Information technology
►    Romanian Language and Literature
►    English Language and Literature
►    French Language and Literature
►    Psycho-pedagogy
►    Geography

Through all its components, the project offers concrete answers to the current requirements of durable development and, implicitly, to the exigencies of the policies and strategies made at European level on continuous training of teachers.

The project is implemented on national scale, its general goal being creation of professional development opportunities for teachers in the pre-university education system, by their attendance to quality post-university level training programs, adjusted to the technology of distance education (DE). The target group also includes teachers from partner institutions, 100 of them being trained in the specific of distance education. 
 
The project generates effects which provide sustainability on the long term and aims at: 
(a) Improvement of career development opportunities for teachers in the pre-university education system, by receiving a professional conversion diploma; 
(b) Improvement of ability of universities to develop and implement continuous training through quality DE, addressed to teachers; 
(c) a better level of education of pupils and students, who beneficiate from teachers trained in the spirit of interactive teaching – learning methods and focused on pupil/student, the teacher being able to use information and communication technologies (ICT) in teaching; 
(d ) raising teachers’ awareness on the concept of permanent training and to contribute to the creation of a culture consisting in learning throughout the entire life.
